Pope entitled
“Sapientia Cordis” (Wisdom of the Heart) based on a pas-
sage from the Book of Job: (29:15), “I was eyes to the
blind and feet to the lame.”

The World Day of the Sick which was instituted by Pope
John Paul II, twenty three years ago is celebrated on the
commemoration of Our Lady of Lourdes on February 11.
According to him, commemorating the day serves as “a
special time for prayer and sharing, of offering one’s suf-
fering for the good of the Church and of reminding us to
see in our sick brother or sister the face of Christ.”

In introducing the theme of the message: the wisdom of
the heart "I was eyes to the blind, and feet to the lame,”
Pope Francis addressed himself to the sick who are bur-
dened with all sorts of illnesses, to unite their sufferings
to that of Christ. He also addressed himself to the pro-
fessionals and volunteers in the field of health care.

In the perspective of the wisdom of the heart, the Pope’s
message called for health care workers to be sensitive to
the sufferings of their brothers and sisters through
whom they can see the image of God.

The Pope said that Wisdom is not an abstract
knowledge or a theoretical thing but “a way of seeing
things infused by the Holy Spirit” in the minds and the
hearts of those who are sensitive to the sufferings of
their brothers and sisters through whom they can see
the image of God.

Like Job whose moral greatness found expression in his
care for the poor, the orphans and widows, Pope Francis
said today many Christians are genuinely rooted in their
faith in the help they give to the sick who are helpless.

“By lives rooted in a genuine faith, they are eyes to the
blind and feet to the lame,” the Holy Father said, of
health care workers. He explained that healthcare work-

cases,” the Pope said.

And it even gets worse if they (the sick) are no longer capable of
expressing gratitude for the help they receive.

Nevertheless, Pope Francis applauded the care of the
sick who are helpless, as a great path of sanctification.
He explained that in those difficult moments we can
only rely in a special way on the closeness of the Lord
and thus become a special means of support for the
Church’s mission.

Another explanation the Holy Father gave of the
“Wisdom of the heart” is of “just being there.” He said
time spent with the sick is holy time. In that our pres-
ence of “just being there” for the sick conforms us to the
image of his Son, who came not to be served but to
serve, and give his life as a ransom for many.

He called for the need to invoke the Holy Spirit to grant
us the grace to appreciate the value of our “often unspo-
ken willingness” to spend time with our brothers and
sisters, because of our willingness and affection, feel
more loved and comforted.

Wisdom of the heart, which means going forth from
ourselves to our brothers and sisters. Here the Pope ex-
plained that many times we forget the value of spending
time at the bedside of the sick (visiting and helping
them) and we are in such a rush of doing, of producing
that we forget our Lord’s words: “... You did it unto me.”

He stressed the need to reach out to others in their need as an
absolute priority saying it is the clearest sign for discerning spir-
itual growth in response to God’s free gift.

Wisdom of the heart — a call to show solidarity with our
brothers and sister without judging them. Here the Holy

THE SIGN OF THECROSSAT MASS,

OTHERDEVOTIONAL CELEBRATIONS

he other day a priest at Ediofe

I Cathedral was commenting about
the fact that many Christians
often leave the church before the final
blessing and I thought his comment

was spot on.

It is something I had observed and wondered
why it was becoming more normal than unu-
sual for people to walk away before the final
blessing, I also made a similar observation at
Christ the King Church sometime back of
people hurrying off before the final blessing.

The first time I saw it at Christ the King
— Catholic Centre, I was totally
shocked. Someone had told me of the
problem and so I decided to pray from
outside just to have a first hand experi-
ence.

Many people left the church on their
return from offertory. Then many more
left as they returned from Holy Com-
munion. Those leaving comprised men
and women both young and old as well
as children. As these people left I was
thinking where are they hurrying to?

But here in Ediofe Cathedral where I
am stationed, the situation is much
worse. Besides people walking off be-
fore the final blessing, many people just
keep on conversing as the mass goes
on. Children run around playing thus

worsening the situation. Others run off
to buy edibles like popcorns, biscuits,
sweets etc.

Many of these actions I believe are en-
couraged by adults who give these chil-
dren money when they are coming to
church. But let us leave it here for the
time being because I intent to share my
views more on this issue in the coming
publications.

For the Cathedral this situation is fur-
ther aggravated by the fact that liturgi-
cal celebrations take place in the open
shelter in front of the priests’ house as
the cathedral renovation work goes on.

Under such situations, one can
hardly be recollected enough to
concentrate on the liturgical cele-
brations taking place.

Of course this does not mean that
you are free to talk since the cele-
brations are taking place outside,
no! The shelter where mass is cele-
brated is a holy ground and we
need to respect it as such.

As liturgical celebrations go on,
Jesus comes to us through the
Word of God and the sacraments
and as such we need to give rever-
ence to this holy place.

But that said I would like to come back to the
issue of the blessings at mass.

His Eminence Fernando Cardinal Filoni blesses the congregation during offertory procession at
Indriani. With the sign of the cross we begin and maintain a relationship with God.

First of all, it is important to under-
stand that the sign of the cross is a
blessing, a reminder to the faithful of
the cross of salivation while invoking
the Holy Trinity — Father, Son and the
Holy Spirit.

By signing ourselves with the sign of
the cross, we begin a relationship with
God be it individually or as a communi-
ty during communal worship.

And as Catholics we trace the sign of
the cross from our forehead to the
chest, then from the left to the right
shoulder with the right hand. With this
gesture, we symbolically indicate the
figure of Christ’s Cross.

So technically speaking, the sign of the
cross is a sacred sign which the Church
has instituted to prepare us to receive
grace and it sanctifies a moment or cir-
cumstance in which we enter as we sign
ourselves. From the earliest days, the
Church has used the sign of the cross to
begin and conclude other forms of
prayer and the Holy Mass.

It is therefore important that each one
of us makes an effort to come to church
in time to start any prayer meeting or
the holy sacrifice of the Mass from the
very beginning with the communal sign
of the cross.

And likewise, it is important to con-
clude the mass with the final communal
blessing from the celebrant.

Within the celebration of the
| Holy mass, there is also an-
other instance when we make
the sign of the cross on our
foreheads, lips and chest.
While some of us may per-
form this act mechanically,
the making of the Sign of the
Cross on our foreheads, lips
and chest before the reading
of the Gospel has a specific
meaning.

In so doing, we acknowledge our
belief in the Word of God, our
commitment to spread the word
of God in our day to day lives
with our lips and our awareness
of God’s presence in our hearts.

So practically, we make the sign
of the cross at the beginning of a
liturgical celebration like holy
mass or during various activities
that are devotional in character
such as at the beginning of the
recitation of the rosary.

But while the making of the sign of the cross may at
times seem like a routine action, as Catholics, it marks
us as Christians and is a visible expression of our be-
lief and hope in God.

It is a simple yet profound act that makes us mindful of God’s
love for us, a love that promises everlasting life. As such, the
sign of the cross should be made with purpose and precision,
but not hastily or carelessly. In other words we should make
the sign of the cross consciously.

And at the end of that liturgical celebration, activity or devo-
tional prayer, we again sign ourselves with the sign of the
cross, calling upon ourselves God’s blessings.

Therefore, since the sign of the cross is part and parcel
of our prayer be it devotional or liturgical, those who
walk off before receiving that final blessing, especially
during holy mass, miss God’s blessing coming to us

Father explained that charity takes time — time to care
for the sick, time to visit them and time to be at their
side like Job’s friends.

But while Job’s friends believed (judged) that his suffering was
a punishment from God for his sins, the Pope said true charity

is a sharing which does not judge, demand conversion of others
and is free of false humility.

So even when illness, loneliness and inability makes it hard for
us to reach out to others, the experience of suffering can be-
come a privileged means of transmitting grace and a source for
gaining and growing in the Wisdom of heart.

Thus, the Holy Father concluded that people immersed
in the mystery of suffering and pain, when they accept
these in faith, can themselves become living witnesses

through his minister. m

A communiqué which the bishops and cul-
tural leaders signed at the end of the Peace
Week, called for the need to address issues
of slavery both individually and collectively.

The theme “No longer slaves but brothers and
sisters” drawn from this year’s Pope’s message for
the World Day of Prayer for peace helped delegates
to reflect on poverty and enslavement, tribalism,
land wrangles, corruption and domestic violence.

Bishop Joseph Franzelli explained that the
Pope’s message on slavery might have
seemed a bit out of place because slavery
belongs to the past centuries, yet there are
new forms of slavery which prevent people
from living free.

He said the Pope’s message identified some
forms of modern slavery such as child and
forced labour and human trafficking for
organs and for prostitution, among others.
He said by embracing the pope’s message,
delegates were able to reflect on these issues
and come up with resolutions to tackle them.

On the issue of land wrangles, Bishop Jo-
seph Franzelli of Lira Diocese explained that
the war on Joseph Kony may be over but
that we now have the war on land. The con-
ference noted that there are a lot of land
related wrangles within families and clans as
well as intertribal and cross boarder conflicts
which at times lead to lose of lives.

At the end of the deliberations, religious and
cultural leaders from the greater north and
the west Nile region committed themselves
to creating support mechanisms to end pov-
erty, and fight slavery, tribalism and land
wrangles in the region. They also pledged to
offer pastoral counselling and continued
mediation in conflicts within families, clans,

ope Francis has declared an ex-
P traordinary Holy year of Mercy
during the homily of the penitential
celebration with which he opened the “24
Hours for the Lord” initiative.

With the Jubilee, the Pope called on the
Church to rediscover the meaning of the
mission entrusted to her by the Lord on
the day of Easter — namely to be a sign
and instrument of the Father’s mercy (cf.
Jn 20:21-23).

The “Jubilee of Mercy” which is set to com-
mence with the opening of the Holy Door of St
Peter’s Basilica at the Vatican on the Solemnity
of the Immaculate Conception, 8 December,
will conclude on November 20, 2016 with the
Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the
Universe.

Pope Francis said the significance of the
beginning date is twofold. He said the
feast of the Immaculate Conception re-
calls God’s action from the very beginning
of the history of mankind. After the sin of
Adam and Eve, God did not wish to leave
humanity alone in the midst of evil but
turned his gaze to Mary, holy and immac-
ulate in love (cf. Eph. 1:4), choosing her to
be the Mother of man’s Redeemer.

“Thus, when faced with the gravity of sin,
God responds with the fullness of mercy,”
the Pope said.

Another significance of the beginning date
is that it marks the 50t anniversary of the
closing of the Second Vatican Ecumenical

Council. With the Council, the Church

entered a new phase of her history — a
time when the walls which too long had
made the Church a kind of fortress were
torn down and the gospel was proclaimed
in a new way.

In addition to the opening of the Holy
Door and the indulgences that are typical-
ly offered during a jubilee year, the Pope
has directed that all dioceses take part in
the jubilee. Hence, there will be a holy
door at the cathedral or another signifi-
cant church in every diocese as well as at
major shrines.

While acknowledging the fact that so
many people including the youth are re-
turning to the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion, the Pope further directed that on the
Friday and Saturday preceding the Fourth
Sunday of Lent, confessions be heard for
24 hours in every diocese of the world.

He said through this experience humanity
is rediscovering a path back to the Lord,
living a moment of intense prayer and
finding meaning in their lives. He there-
fore called for the need to place the Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation at the centre once
more in such a way that it will enable peo-
ple to touch the grandeur of God’s mercy
with their own hands.

The Pope also said that during the jubilee,
he will send out special “missionaries of
mercy,” priests “to whom I will grant the
authority to pardon even those sins re-
served to the Holy See”-- that is, certain
excommunicable offenses listed in the
Code of Canon Law such as the desecra-

ble them play their leadership roles.

“Small Christian leaders need skills to
cope up with challenges arising from their
routine duties at small Christian Commu-
nities in the development of the domestic
church,” he noted with concern. m
